In 1976, for the first time in 15 years the 1st Grade Queanbeyan Tigers makes a finals appearance. The 
team had top position on the competition ladder after winning their first 5 games (including a much-
coveted win over Ainslie), finishing the season in 4th position and therefore a spot in the finals.  

Unfortunately, their season came to an end when defeated by Ainslie in the first semi-final. It was much 
needed progress for the club with a 1st Grade finals appearance, a reserve grade team being fielded each 
week and large attendances at all the social functions. 

The treasurer reported that turnover for the season more than doubled that of the previous year. Some 
may remember the more memorable social occasions including Hungis at the homes of Dennis Crawley 
and John Abel, games nights at Tralee, and regular after match functions at the tennis pavilion. 

Robert Anderson playing in his first full year in the seniors was the “best first year player’ and received 
$500 worth of cane furniture. Jim Black was runner-up in the Mulrooney Medal and Kevin Delmenico 
received “Personality of the Year’ award at Ainslie’s 1st Annual Champagne Breakfast held on the   
morning of the local Grand Final. 

The award was given by Ainslie in recognition of the boost they felt the League had received with 
Queanbeyan’s improvement and Kevin’s contribution to that. It is rumoured that some ‘souvenirs’ of the 
morning were ‘borrowed’ from the Ainslie Football club that morning however were returned. 

Queanbeyan’s first sponsor was Claytons Fruit Markets of  Fyshwick. Twenty Four Tracksuits were    
provided for the Tigers first grade team to wear prior to matches and during the intervals, The tracksuits 
were embroidered on the back with “Tigers buy from Claytons”.
