In 1979 the club turnover had reached $75,000 thanks to a hard 
working committee and included a donation of $6000 from the 
ladies committee which was from canteen sales.  

It was during this season that members formed a guard of honour 
for the funeral of Alan Stein who was accidently killed as the 
result of a shooting mishap. “Steinie” was one of the best young 
sportsmen to come out of Queanbeyan. A trophy named in his 
honour is presented each year to the clubs most promising junior. 

In 1980 the Tigers matches were transferred from Queanbeyan 
Park oval to the Tigers new home ground, Margaret Donoghoe 
Sportsground. The ground only had the basics except for a 600 
seat grandstand above the changerooms and canteen facilities. A 
small committee set about to improve facilities including the 
construction of a new scoreboard and outer-ground area fence to enable admission charges to be made.  

By the end of the season a NSW Government grant of $10,000 had been received on a dollar for dollar 
basis for the purpose of erecting lighting for training. The Clubs building committee also finally obtained 
land directly opposite the oval for the purpose of a licensed club and subsequent liquor license.  

On the field results were not great. The first game of the season proved a disaster with the Tigers being 
completely overrun by Belconnen who kicked a record score, and the rest of the season did not get much 
better. 10 first graders from ‘79’ left the club, others left half way through or were sidelined with injury.  

Momentum changed late in the season which saw an improvement in the on-field performance.
