The local competition changed format in 1973 when a ‘final 
five’ was introduced. The competition was divided into 2 
groups based on position on the ladder after the round 
games.  

At this point Queanbeyan fell into Div 2 where a further 6 
rounds were played with the top team in Div2 playing the 
4th team in Div 1 in an elimination final.  

Unfortunately, Queanbeyan was pushed out of the top Div 2 
position on percentage by ANU. 

Before the season commenced a number of new players 
were signed for the QBN team, one being Peter Dowdle 
(from Jerilderie) who was a high marking forward.  

In his first game for the Tigers he was marked by former 
VFL and Footscray rep John Jillard (captain/coach of the 
Ainslie).  

He posted six goals and was the talk of the local football, 
however the press had a different name as Dowdle had not 
received clearance and played under a different name. 

The diversity of Tigers players in other sports resulted in a 
team representing the club and winning the first         
Queanbeyan Intra-city basketball competition defeating Queanbeyan Kangaroos 24-19 after going 
through the competition undefeated. Col Imrie and Ken Campbell being the best players.  

This year also saw the first ever Black and Gold ball “which would never work” (according to one old 
time committee member). The first ball was a huge success with over 420 people attending and has been 
an annual social event ever since.
